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A. HOW DO WE USE THE “UNDER-DOT” INSTEAD OF “CH”

1. Davkawriter Platinum6 has the “under-dot” available if you wish to replace the “ch.”
Instructions: Place the cursor at the place where you wish the symbol to appear; Open the Insert
box and click on “special” and the options will appear, including upper case and lower case “h”
with a dot underneath.

A colleague, Rabbi Berkowitz, has provided additional tools for transliteration, which I am
passing on to you.

He wrote: “Under dot” for “ch” for the letter “Het”, and it is not that hard to do. I have attached a
TrueType font file, SPAtlantis that will let you under-dot any letter. There are other diacritical
symbols in this font as well. For example, to under-dot, type "9" (with out the quotes) after the
"h". Highlight the "9" and change that digit to the SPAtlantis font. Once you get used to it, it is
very easy and conforms to conventional practice.

Another solution that works in Word: embed the fonts used in the document. It makes the file at
least twice as large (problem for downloads and e-mail).  One method to mitigate this is to select
the option of embedding only those characters used in the document.”

B. HOW CAN I MAKE MY TEXT TRULY UNIQUE WITHOUT MANY FONTS?

In Davkawriter Platinum6 I have encouraged people throughout this creative writing project to
experiment with colors of fonts.

For example:
